« Text a poster should be easily readable from a distance o2 ineters and 1.5 or 2 lines of
spaces should be used between each line. It is advised that authors sheijobgl
attention to the following points:
« Headingsshould be 25% larger than normal text. Bold or other colors may be used.
e Suggested font sizes are (for the AO format): « Main title: 78 pt (bold, upper case)
0 Author: 72 pt (bold, title case)
Affiliation(s): 48 pt (normal, title case)
Email address: 36 pt (bold)
Subheading: 36 pt (bold upper case)
Body of text: 24 pt (normal)
Smaller fonts may be used in citations and acknowledgement.
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« Visual impact is important and you are encouraged to include color images and background.
